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Puppet making master classes

For The Beat, 2010 is the year of the puppet. The Belfast City Carnival, 19th June will be a large scale ‘Puppet Picnic’ in the City Centre and at the City Hall. 

For this reason The Beat Carnival has joined with the Play Resource to offer exciting puppet making master classes in spring 2010. The aim of these sessions is to assist community and youth leaders working with groups to participate in Belfast City Carnival and in their own local festivals. It also offers practicing artists a great training and development opportunity. 

The master class in April will train people in a style of puppet that Beat artists have become skilled in making through a two-year project with Zinneke Parade, Brussels and Par Tot Parata, Bologna. These puppets are constructed mainly from recycled and reclaimed materials. In May, participants will work with experienced Beat construction artists to develop large-scale puppets made from willow. 

Costs of the master classes are £40 (for 2 days) with a discount of £10 for booking both master classes or if there is more than one individual from the same community organisation. There will be no charge for individual artists who can demonstrate a commitment to working within the community. Lunch will be provided during training days.

Day Two – Dressing & Decoration 

Participants will use recycled clothes and materials to dress their puppet.

Day One – Construction 

All participants take part in a group discussion to decide size, theme character/features etc of pieces. Artists will have examples of previous work and other visual material to inform discussion. Based on this discussion participants and if required the group will be split into groups. Day one will concentrate on design and constructing the framework. 

Day Two – Dressing & Decoration 

Will concentrate on the covering, dressing and decorating the pieces. Finally pieces will be assembled.
